Fees & Fundraising
Fees cover around 80% of the club expenses each year and includes all classes, competition entry fees and costume hire. To keep fees manageable and ensure our teams have everything they need, we rely on you to volunteer, fundraise and work together to help create costumes and stage props, support performances and assist the operation of our club. We are run by a committee and encourage you to take on a role and participate in our regular meetings. Every bit of support makes a difference.
· Invoices: You will receive one invoice for 2026 broken into 3 instalments. Adjustments are made for your fundraising & incidental purchases/costs i.e., merchandise. Updated invoices are sent out prior to each due date as a minimum. Any outstanding fees must be paid before new registrations can be accepted.
· Payment options: Direct deposit into our account is preferred. You have the option to pay annually or by regular agreed instalments (e.g., weekly, fortnightly etc). To pay by instalments complete the 2026 Direct Deposit Schedule and email to treasurer@deanne.com.au then set up your instalments to facilitate payment. All fees must be paid in full by the end of November.
· Discounts/split payments:
· Deanne tuition fees can by discounted by 5% if you pay your invoice in full within 6 weeks of issue.
· We offer a generous 20% family discount on the Deanne tuition fees* components for second and subsequent siblings.
· Invoicing can be split and issued directly to each parent (each parent must sign the form agreeing to pay).

(Tinies don’t use tanning products in accordance with association guidelines.)
· Fees include the annual hire of clubs and a rod. If they are lost or damaged, you are liable for the full replacement cost: $55 per pair of clubs (applies if either club is lost or damaged) and $30 per rod.
· Fundraising organised by Deanne, while voluntary is for the benefit of the whole Club and your participation will be required during the year.
